. AFTER-SCHOOL PROGRAMS

DOMESTIC & GENDER-BASED VIOLENCE

Domestic and Gender-Based Violence is violent and/or aggressive behavior within
the home, typically involving the abuse of a spouse or partner. This violence may be
directed toward an individual specifically because of his/her gender. Resources in

this category are listed under anti-trafficking, child abuse and incest, counseling and
support groups, legal services, rape and sexual assault, stalking, victim protection and
youth support.
